More charges against alleged stabber

A suspect already in
custody for the brutal July
11 attack on an
Orangeville woman has
been charged in a separate
incident, which occurred
in Toronto’s west end in
May.

Robert Francis
Richards, 42, was arrested
November 17 at the
Maplehurst Correctional
Complex in Milton and
charged with attempted
murder, aggravated
assault, assault with a
weapon, choking and
forcible confinement.

According to a release
from the Toronto Police
holdup squad, a male sus-
pect entered a Toronto
flower shop on the morn-
ing of May 28.  

The suspect approached
the victim and grabbed her
in a headlock, making a
demand for cash.  The vic-
tim complied.  

Police said the suspect
then wrapped computer

cables around the victim’s
neck in an attempt to stran-
gle her.  

A struggle ensued and
the suspect stabbed the
victim in the face with a
knife.  

The victim was able to
break free and made good
her escape.  

The victim sustained
minor injuries and was
transported by an emer-
gency medical team to
hospital, where she was
treated and released. 

The same suspect was
arrested in Brampton July
13, two days after Lenore
Wirtz of Orangeville was
attacked at her place of
employment, Creek Side
Clothing Company, on
July 11. 

Her assailant repeatedly
stabbed her, puncturing her
lungs and liver and nearly
severing her left hand. 

The suspect was
charged with attempted
murder and later with other
charges, including chok-
ing, assault with a weapon,
aggravated and sexual

assault, forcible confine-
ment and theft over
$5,000.

Detectives investigating
the Toronto attack, along
with Orangeville police
and OPP, noted the simi-
larities between it and the
horrifying Creek Side inci-
dent.

“Both cases involved
women working alone in a

store,” said Orangeville
Police Chief Joe Tomei.
“The attacks were coward-
ly and unprovoked in both
incidents.”

Further investigation
led to the arrest of the
accused at Maplehurst by
Holdup Squad Detective
Nunzio Tranontozzi.
Describing Robert
Richards as “a violent man

who didn’t seem to have a
care for anything or any-
body,” Det. Tranontozzi
said the accused was “flip-
pant and smirking” at the
time of his arrest.

The investigation con-
tinues, with Chief Tomei
saying “no stone will be
left unturned” as police
probe unsolved cases with
similar chains of events.

As of Tuesday, the
Wellington Dufferin
Guelph Health Unit had
vaccinated about 23,000
residents against the H1N1
virus without any serious
side effects, an official said
Wednesday.

The official admitted
there had been some
adverse reactions — such
as persons fainting because
they hadn’t eaten, or
because of the heat or
stress of having a needle

— “but nothing of the ana-
phylactic reaction that we
would worry about.”

The total numbers had-
n’t been broken down into
age categories, although
the health unit had been to
the high schools and had
encouraged parents to have
their elementary school
children vaccinated.

It was estimated, how-
ever, that 20-25 per cent of
the secondary students had
received their shots. 

But that would be a dif-
ficult statistic to assess as
some of the kids had gone

to the regular clinics out-
side of school when those
had been opened to the
general public.

Prior to the inoculation
program, there had been
three deaths from all types
of influenza within the
health unit’s area. 

The official knew of
none since the start of the
program, and certainly not
within the past week, she
said.

Whether there had been
hospital admissions recent-
ly could not be immediate-
ly determined.
